       Goal: The goal of this activity is to help children learn all the 5 key scripture 
verses of the camp.  

          Context: Scripture funfair is a way to teach memory verses to the children. 5 
locations are set up with the verses. The children are asked to go to those stations, 
learn the verses through a game and recite them to the station volunteer. On 
successful recitation, they are given a reward.   

        Things Needed: Scripture Funfair verse sheets; small stickers/ bhindis, game 
props  

        People Needed: 5 volunteers 

     Method: 

• Setup 5 stations in and around your church. If there are more kids, duplicate the stations.  

• Each station will have two versions of the same verse hung on the wall. The shorter version (Black font) is for 
the Special kids and the longer version (black + grey font) is for the Strong and Deep kids.  

• Each station will have a small game setup.  

• Children learn the verse and then recite it to the volunteer at the station while playing the game.  

• Here are some examples of the games:  
o Have two plastic balls and ask the children to juggle the balls as they recite the verse.  
o Have a book and ask the children to place the book on their heads and walk as they recite the verse.  
o Draw a matrix on the floor and ask the children to hop through the matrix as they recite the verse. 
o Ask the children to jump and say the verse.  
o You can use a hula loop/ bicycle tyre and ask the children to step inside it and give it a swirl.  

• Once the kids have narrated the version appropriate to their age, give them their reward – a sticker.  

• Announce the first few children who collect all 5 verses as the winners.
